Dave: Yes, Robin is hatching a plan to beat the Sheriff and put an end to his horrible deeds!

Dave: I’d better run back to Sherwood and tell him! (He starts to run off) 

Nurse: Oh! Rest a bit first, you’ll be exhausted having run all that way. You must be thirsty. How about a 

glass of milk?

Nurse: Very bad for you? Whatever are you talking about? It’s very healthy! 

Dave: No it’s not! A friend of mine nearly died from drinking milk! 

Nurse: Nearly died? What happened?
