Come on, let’s see what Block and Tackle will say 

when they see how we tricked them… 

Pip: (Calling offstage to them.) Hey! You can come back now! It was only a trick! We really got you, 

didn’t we? 

Penny: Block! Tackle! 

(There is a pause. Block and Tackle fail to reappear. Pip and Penny look at one another) 

Penny: We’re in trouble, aren’t we? 

Pip: Yes. We don’t know the way back to the castle, and it’s starting to get dark. 

Penny: What are we going to do? 

Pip: I think maybe we should huddle down by the bush, and get some sleep. When the sun starts to 

come up, we might see the way to the Castle. 

Penny: Alright, Pip. I’m tired, I’m cold and I’m hungry, but as long as we stay together I’m sure we’ll be 

alright. 

(The pair lay down in front of the shrub. They rearrange themselves a bit and settle for a sleep) 

Penny: I don’t know if I will be able to sleep.
