First up is
a ‘Bernard the Brewer’...

Alana: He won’t be coming, Tuck. I’'m afraid he’s a little TOO merry.

(From offstage is heard singing of the “Robin Hood” tune, quite drunkenly. The voice gets as far as the word
“glen”, and replaces it with a burp. No more is heard from the voice after that!)

Friar Tuck: Quite. And secondly, a “Delirious” Dave...
